The Company publishes standalone financial results along with the consolidated financial results. In accordance with the Ind AS 108, "Operating 

Segments", the Company has disclosed the segment information in the consolidated financial results for the quarter and year ended March 31, 

2024.

Previous period’s figures have been regrouped / reclassified wherever necessary to conform to this period’s classifications.

The Board of Directors have recommended a dividend of Rs.7.39 (73.90%) per equity share of Rs.10/- each for the financial year 2023-24 

amounting to Rs.18.06 Crores.

The Company has incorporated a Wholly Owned Subsidiary ('WoS') in the name of M/s. WIL USA Inc., USA on January 26, 2024. The Company 

has not subscribed to the equity captial of the WoS, hence, the books of the WoS has not been considered for the purpose of consolidaiton.  

Figures of the last quarter are the balancing figures between the audited figures in respect of the full financial year and published year to date 

figures upto the third quarter of the respective financial year.

As per the said Scheme, 3,68,454 equity shares having a face value of Rs.10 each, fully paid-up, were issued and allotted to the eligible erstwhile 

shareholders of SHL on September 14, 2023. Accordingly, the Earnings Per Share presented in the above results are restated considering the 

additional shares issued from the appointed date.
